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Class Expectations

Welcome to OUR Spanish Classroom.  In order to have a successful year in Spanish Class, we must have an environment where learning can take place. Therefore, I have created the following rules for OUR classroom that are in effect at all times.
RULES FOR OUR CLASS 
1.  BE ON TIME FOR CLASS

This means you are in your seat when the bell rings, not entering the classroom. aveGet your homework out, begin the do now for the day. 
2.  BE PREPARED FOR CLASS


This means you have all of your required materials with you. CHROMEBOOK, binder, paper, pen and pencils. You will not be allowed to go to your locker during class.
3.  SHOW RESPECT FOR YOUR TEACHER AND FELLOW CLASSMATES
Ask permission to use someone else’s materials. Use positive language. No horseplay. Showing respect is also not having your cell phone out during class. It must remain in your backpack unless we are using them for instructional purposes. 
4.  RAISE YOUR HAND AND WAIT TO BE CALLED ON

This assures that everyone can listen and everyone can be heard. If you haven’t been called on, you are NOT talking!! Participation is 15% of your grade and includes class participation, preparedness, class work and behavior)
CONSEQUENCES: If you CHOOSE not to follow the rules of our classroom, the following will occur……

First time:  Warning (verbal or visual)

Second time:  Remain 30 seconds after class

Third time:  Remain 60 seconds after class and or time out

Fourth time:  After school detention, written referral to Assistant Principal

Fifth time:  Removal from classroom by security, meeting with Assistant Principal and or parents

******ANYONE WHO JEOPARDIZES THE SAFETY OF THE CLASS OR OF A STUDENT WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE CLASSROOM IMMEDIATLEY!!!!

Substitute teachers:  In the event that there is a substitute teacher, all rules apply. If a problem occurs when a substitute teacher is here, consequence # 4 will be immediately imposed. I always believe what the sub tells me!! You are to do all assignments given. All previous due dates still apply i.e. quiz dates and projects.

EXPECTATIONS

TAREA (HOMEWORK) (15% of your grade)
a. Homework is given three to four times per week.  To each assignment there is a purpose, therefore, it is in your best interest to complete it. Homework is checked by me in class or collected and many assignments will be online. Homework is posted on the chalkboard.
b. Homework is expected to be handed in ON TIME!!  Homework that is not handed in on the due date will result in a zero for that assignment. If you are out of class for any reason; music lesson, guidance appointment etc. you are expected to find out what the assignment is. There is a special policy for online homework. Online assignments are graded and require your best effort. Most assignments offer more than one attempt to complete them. If an assignment is completed after the due date you will only receive 50% for that assignment. Failure to complete online assignments can lower an average by more than 20 points. 
PRUEBAS/EXAMENCITOS (QUIZZES) (70% of your grade including tests)
a.   Quizzes will usually be announced, however, pop quizzes are a possibility, especially in 2H. We will have quizzes once a week or so, therefore, it is important to keep up with your studies. You will be required to have a QUIA account to take some quizzes. You will need to bring your chromebook everyday. Some assessments will be done online.
EXÁMENES (TESTS) (70% of your grade including quizzes)
a. Tests are always announced ahead of time. This allows you time to study and seek extra help. Some tests will be given on QUIA

a. This grade will be displayed at the end of each quarter, with a possible grade of 100%.

Students who do not participate regularly will earn a 
maximum of 75%.
